This project will repair stormwater infrastructure and a cavitation near 3235 Patterson Avenue, at the intersection of 
Patterson Avenue and Tilden Street. The construction area is outlined in orange on the graphic below. 

Construction began on Monday, March 2nd of 2026 and should be completed by Friday, March 13th, weather permitting. 
Final pavement restoration will follow in the spring when the weather is most cooperative. 

The intersection of Patterson Avenue and Tilden Street will be closed and street parking will not be available in the 
project area during construction work hours. Motorists are encouraged to observe the "No Parking" signs for additional 
details. Temporary traffic control signs will be in place to direct drivers and traffic accordingly.
